“These rocks” refers to igneous rocks, the topic of the paragraph,
while “typically” carries the same meaning as “usually.” The key
phrase is, “These rocks are typically very hard” and should be easy
to find as long as you notice the referencing.
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A common trap for this type of question is to include
information which looks similar, but does not have the same
meaning. In this example, both Question 2 and the section
about igneous rocks include the phrase “the surface of the
Earth.” However, the question is asking for the type of rock which
forms ON the surface, not BELOW the surface, so the meaning

is not the same.

Don’t worry too much if you don’t understand the meaning of
the words for the options. In this case, igneous, sedimentary
and metamorphic are specialised words used in geology. You
don’t need to understand their meaning to match the information.
Also, in some cases, the text will tell you the meaning.
Metamorphic, for example, means changed form or shape, and
this is explained in the text.

Also, it is not necessary to understand the meaning of
specific names of rocks, such as marble, jade and mica. These
are not important in terms of answering the questions, so just
notice that they are nouns for specific types of rocks and move
on.

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Rafflesia - The Flower that Stinks like a Corpse!
One of the most unusual
flowers in the world, the
Rafflesia blooms in forests
and jungles across South-

East Asia — in particular in

Indonesia, Malaysia, Thailand
and the Philippines. Although it was initially discovered by the
explorer Deschamp on the island of Java, it was named after
the leader of a British expedition in the Indonesian rainforest,
Sir Thomas Stamford Raffles, in 1818.

The flower itself is unusual for a number of reasons. Firstly
it is parasitic, which means it relies on other organisms to
survive. It has no stem, roots or leaves of its own, and instead
attaches itself to a vine and uses this to obtain nutrients.

The flower is also unusual for its size. Some Rafflesia
flowers can grow to be over a meter wide and may weigh up
to 10 kilograms! In fact, the Rafflesia Arnoldii species, named
after Joseph Arnold, the naturalist on Raffles’ expedition, has
the largest single flower of any flowering plant in terms of
weight.

Perhaps the most unusual feature of the Rafflesia flower,

however, is its smell. The foul odour emitted by the flower is
